 To provide a better right of way across the existing track network just 20 

meters adjacent, which offers a better surface, flatter and wider width for 

walkers. This also then allows the current field to be utilised for all 

agricultural and recreational purposes, where at present it cannot as the 

path cuts directly across it.
